He robbed ( me ) ( of ) my watch.

{ I was robbed of my purse.
I ( had/got ) my purse ( stolen ).

{ I'll soon overtake you.
I'll soon ( catch ) up with you.
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Our leaders are imaginative and often come up (over, in, through, ) new ideas.

Dogs differ ( from ) wolves (in ) shape.

He accused the man (  of ) stealing.

She blamed John ( for ) his idleness.

She was ( forced/compelled/obliged ) to confess.

I am much (affected, appreciated, forced, ) to you for your kindly help.

{ In doing this we cannot do without his help.
In doing this we cannot dispense (with ) his help.

{ We cannot deal ( with ) such a difficult problem.
At that store they deal ( in ) fish and meat.

The misfortune deprived (  her )( of ) her reason.

It is often easier to make plans than to carry them ( out ). ( = put into practice)

{ I don't know why she left without saying good-bye.
I have no ( idea ) why she left without saying good-bye.
